INTRODUCTION:  
Remember that Jesus used only 504 words to tell the Parable of the Prodigal Son, 
judged by some to be the greatest story ever written. -James Hastings 

 

I. THE REBELLION OF THE YOUNGER SON (LUKE 15:11-16) 
 

A. The Foolishness Depicted by the Younger Son (Lk. 15:11-13) 
1. To pursue his inheritance (Lk.15:11,12), the younger son demands his 

share of his father’s estate. 
2. He squandered his inheritance (Lk.15:13) and wasted all his money in 

wanton living. 
 

B. The Starvation Suffered by the Younger Son (Lk.15:14-16). Eventually 
he is forced to eat the food of the pigs he feed. 

 

II. THE COMING HOME OF THE YOUNGER SON (LUKE 15:17-32) 
 

A. Realization (Lk.15:17). He finally comes to his senses in regard to his 
terrible condition. 

B. Resolve (Lk.15:18,19) 
1. To return 

2. To repent 
C. Reunion (Lk.15:20,21).The father greets his son with open arms. 
D. Rejoicing (Lk.15:22-24). The father plans a big celebration. 
E. Resentment (Lk. 15:25-30).The older son is furious with the way his    

father received the younger son. 
F. Reminder (Lk.15:31,32). The father explains his actions to his older son.
